       Information to be issued to all Clubs requesting a Club Show Permit.

1.        All permit application forms MUST be completed CORRECTLY
           and ACCURATELY by the club before submitting to the respective

           Division for approval. The required fee must accompany the   
           application

2.        The completed permit application form must be presented to the 

           Division Secretary AND the Division Tournament Supervisor not less
           than 28 days prior to the tournament date shown on the application.

3.        The organising club is required to submit to the Divisional 

            Tournament Supervisor a completed contest schedule indicating

           boxers home club, name and medical card number not less than 3

           days before the show date. These details are to be entered under the

           boxers respective corner colour.

4.        Every effort must be made to ensure the suitability of the venue and a
           copy of the venue risk assessment must be made available for the 

           Tournament Supervisor. Suitable accommodation must be provided 

           for weigh-in and medical examinations of the boxers  
5.        All club coaches acting in a boxers corner must wear and display a 

           valid WABA ID  badge showing the person’s DBS expiry date. The

           Tournament Supervisor can examine these at any time.

6.        All club tournaments are approved to operate strictly under the 

           current WABA Domestic Rules and any IBA rules that may apply.

           All coaches must familiarise themselves, and operate under, these 

           rules. 
7.        By making a club show permit application the club concerned and it’s 

           officials/coaches are agreeing to abide by the above and the rules and
           regulations periodically laid down by WABA.  Failure to comply could 

           result in any application being declined or if any information provided 
           by the club is proved to be inaccurate can result in the Tournament

           Supervisor being obliged to CANCEL THE SHOW ON THE NIGHT.
